The following is a guide of the most notable landmarks you should look
out for on your journey to The Old Library to make sure you’re heading
in the right direction.

FINDING US ON FOOT

Starting at Birmingham New Street,
leave the station onto the Stephenson
Street exit.

Turn right and head up the ramp and
then turn right onto New Street.




FINDING US ON FOOT

After walking down New Street, you
should see the Rotunda building on your
right hand side. You will also pass the
iconic Bull Statue on your right.

Look straight ahead of you and you
should see the spire of St Matins Church.
Head down this ramp towards the
church.

There will be steps in front of you. Head
down these steps and veer to the left
hand side, passing the church on your
right and the entrance to the ground
floor of the Bullring on your left.

Head down towards the main road. Cross
the road at the traffic light crossing and
then once more to take you onto the
B1400 (Digbeth High Street).

Walk down Digbeth High Street, make
sure to look out for Birmingham Coach
Station on the right of the road to know
you are heading in the correct direction.

Look out for the brown Zellig Building on
your left and the large ‘Zellig’ sign. Walk
underneath the sign and onto Gibb
Street.

On your right you should see The Old
Library. Our main entrance is painted
grey with green astro turf grass outside.
